Hand hygiene practices in place:

1. soap and hot water 

2. soap and cold water  

3. 60% alcohol hand sanitiser – only adults
ADULTS

Wash hands/sanitise for at least 20 seconds: 

· Before leaving home 

· On arriving at work or other   premises 
· After exposure to any blood or body fluids

· After providing care to a child with diarrhoeal or vomiting illness

· After exposure to respiratory secretions

· When hands are visibly soiled/dirty
· After using the toilet 

· After breaks 

· Before food preparation 

· Before eating any food, including snacks 

· Before leaving work 

· On arrival at home
Children should be supported with handwashing:

· On arrival to the setting

· Before and after eating or handling food

· After toileting

· When returning from play outside if hands are visibly dirty or instructed to by staff
· After blowing their nose, coughing or sneezing

· After contact with contaminated surfaces

· At regular intervals throughout the day

Respiratory and cough hygiene measures in place (cough into crook of elbow, dispose of used tissues) 

Physical distancing

No requirement for physical distancing from pupils and adults to be encouraged to be distance aware. 
Toys and equipment
Should be cleaned daily if visibly contaminated or if groups of children change during the day, on a sessional basis
Soft furnishings used by a child who shows COVID-19 symptoms should be removed and laundered at the highest recommended temperature


Children can bring in toys from home, but these should be cleaned if visibly contaminated or shared with other children
Face coverings

Must be worn by staff, parents and visitors in communal areas and when not working work directly with children i.e. corridors, staff rooms, dining rooms, offices when not seated. 
Masks can be removed when eating and drinking and outdoors. 

Children and adults who want to, will be supported to wear face coverings.

Arrangements should be in place to support staff or pupils who need to self-isolate. Self-isolation area is the nappy change. Nappy changing unit removed to toilets during isolation period. 
Staff and pupils are required to self-isolate if they:

· have symptoms of COVID-19, whether they feel unwell or not

· have tested positive, even if asymptomatic

· are required to self-isolate for any other reason in line with the requirements set out on NHS Inform

· are identified as a close contact and are over 18 years and 4 months and not fully vaccinated
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	Staff no longer need to test weekly
No warn and inform letters to be issued
